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Safety Article: 
Riding Motorcycles at Night

Night riding is one of the most enjoyable experiences 
you will encounter on your motorcycle. However, 
night motorcycle riding can also be an extremely dan-
gerous activity as it is diffi cult for some motorists to 
see you and respond by avoiding you. The following 
will be some helpful hints that can make your night
motorcycle riding safer and more enjoyable.

Safety comes through increased road presence. While 
your bike is 1/2 the size of typical suv, there are steps 
you can take to increase your visual road presence to 
something much larger. It’s a proven fact that larger 
vehicles are easier to see and avoid. With the next few 
steps, you can greatly improve your road presence and 
help avoid an accident with another motor vehicle.

The most common cause of accidents and death for 
motorcyclists is a motorist turning left and into the 
pathway of the biker. Other types of common ac-
cidents are intersections and rear end collisions. The 
techniques herein are designed to improve your day 
and night presence and help other motorist to see you.

Reduce your speed -it may take more time to identify 
an obstacle on the road give yourself time to avoid it 
while still giving the group to follow suit. While hand 
signals are important, they are not as visible at night. 
Use the turn signals provided on your bike. Having 
full control of the bike is more important than a hand 
signal.

Wear bright clothing. Black leather jackets look good 
in the day, but for night riding, you will want to con-
sider wearing something that refl ects light. Consider 
adding a fl uorescent highlight on the back of your 
jacket (vest), a smart message. Consider placing fl uo-
rescent strips on your helmet for the same reason. 

Motorcycle Lighting. Good lighting is a crucial factor 
in your safety. In the quest for stylish lighting, many 
manufacturers undersize brake lighting and most will 
aim the headlight lower to the street than the legal 
angle allows. Your fi rst step is to examine your front 
and rear lighting. If you have a tiny brake light (con-
ventional) consider switching to an LED style light. 

Check with your dealer for advice. check your headlight 
aiming angle. Raise the beam to the maximum angle al-
lowed by your state. This can be accomplished
without special tools. Check owners manual for instruc-
tions or ask your dealer to accomplish this for you. Also 
consider replacing your bulbs with super bright DOT 
approved LED lights and again your dealer can be most 
helpful. You may want to add some refl ective tape to the 
back of your bike.

IMPORTANT  CHAPTER RIDE POLICIES

In the event that inclement weather interferes with our scheduled rides, please be advised of our 
long-standing policy regarding cancellation of a ride.  While it is always a member’s option to go 
on a chapter ride whenever we have inclement weather, a decision will be made by the Lead Road 
Captain whether the SANCTIONED ride will take place.  Riding in inclement weather is a safety issue 
we should always consider.  The formal cancellation of a ride will occur at the time and place the ride 
begins.  The Lead Road Captain running the ride will be present at the designated time and place 
the ride begins to advise those present of the decision.

While the HOG Ft. Lauderdale Chapter #3343 always promotes riding, we have a responsibility to 
our members, H.O.G. National, our sponsoring Dealer and Harley-Davidson.  All participants in our 
rides must be a current member of H.O.G. National and our local Chapter.  All members are issued 
a local membership card that must be shown at the time of the ride.  If the card is not available, a 
waiver must be signed prior to the ride.  Guests are allowed on up to 3 rides and must sign a waiver 
prior to each ride.  At the 3rd ride, Guests will be asked to become a member.  Participants with-
out membership cards or signed waivers will not be allowed to participate in any Chapter events.  
Guests are not allowed to participate in the fourth event.  Thank you for your understanding and 
cooperation.
