Safety Article:
RIDING WITH ABS

I’ve always had old bikes and have never ridden a mo-
torcycle with ABS. What do | need to know?

An anti-lock braking system uses sophisticated elec-
tronic sensors to automatically release brake pressure
prior to the wheel locking up and the tire skidding, help-
ing the rider to retain directional control and sometimes
shorten stopping distances in straight-line emergency
braking situations. ABS can also reduce stopping dis-
tance on wet or slippery surfaces and boost rider confi-
dence because of the ability to prevent wheel lock-up.

ABS does not prevent slippage and slide-outs when the
tire reaches its limits of adhesion when cornering.

Your braking technique does not have to change much
to ride a bike with ABS. In normal braking situations,
the ABS will likely not engage, so you will not notice
any difference. When you break hard, or brake on a
slippery surface, the ABS may sense an impending
wheel lock-up and you may feel a pulsation through the
lever/pedal as the pressure relief valves cycle on and
off to help the tire maintain optimum traction.

Consult your owner’s manual for the operating details
on your model’s ABS. Some models allow you to tem-
porarily turn the ABS off for more effective braking in
certain situations.

IMPORTANT CHAPTER RIDE POLICIES

In the event that inclement weather interferes with our scheduled rides, please be advised of our
long-standing policy regarding cancellation of a ride. While it is always a member’s option to go

on a chapter ride whenever we have inclement weather, a decision will be made by the Lead Road
Captain whether the SANCTIONED ride will take place. Riding in inclement weather is a safety issue
we should always consider. The formal cancellation of a ride will occur at the time and place the ride
begins. The Lead Road Captain running the ride will be present at the designated time and place
the ride begins to advise those present of the decision.

While the HOG Ft. Lauderdale Chapter #3343 always promotes riding, we have a responsibility to
our members, H.0.G. National, our sponsoring Dealer and Harley-Davidson. All participants in our
rides must be a current member of H.0.G. National and our local Chapter. All members are issued
a local membership card that must be shown at the time of the ride. If the card is not available, a
waiver must be signed prior to the ride. Guests are allowed on up to 3 rides and must sign a waiver
prior to each ride. At the 3rd ride, Guests will be asked to become a member. Participants with-
out membership cards or signed waivers will not be allowed to participate in any Chapter events.
Guests are not allowed to participate in the fourth event. Thank you for your understanding and

cooperation.
