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Safety Article: 
TOY RUN SAFETY TIPS

The annual Toy Run is fast approaching to really enjoy the day here are a few tips to keep you safe. 

Keep head and eyes up when riding through the parking area and keep the controls covered for quick response and 
watch for gawkers

If riding with a passenger in tight areas such as a parking lot, is stressful for you, have the passenger dismount before 
entering the crowded area. Due to limited space tight turns and short stops sometimes are required to line up such a 
large diverse group.

Remember to square your handlebars before touching the brakes to stop especially the front brake

Line up tight to the right or tight to the left as directed by the volunteers

Firmly secure your gift package and decorations i.e. garland, hats, ribbon, fl ags etc. to avoid losing the item and 
creating road debris

Make sure the wrist band issued is on your right wrist so you can operate the clutch safely

Wear shoes with good traction as the parking lot has sand and can be slippery

While on the road keep a comfortable safety margin between riders and always follow the leader and direction given 
by the police and volunteers.

Be sure to bring a side stand puck or fl at can for your side stand while parked in Markum park fi elds. Be sure to lock 
the motorcycle and boxes

While riding across grassy fi elds keep your head and eyes up, keep you RPMs up with  the clutch in the friction zone 
and power walk if need be. Rear brake only if slippery

It takes one hour for your body to process a 12 oz. beer, 5oz wine or 1 oz mixed drink allow time to clear your head 
before heading home.

IMPORTANT  CHAPTER RIDE POLICIES

In the event that inclement weather interferes with our scheduled rides, please be advised of our 
long-standing policy regarding cancellation of a ride.  While it is always a member’s option to go 
on a chapter ride whenever we have inclement weather, a decision will be made by the Lead Road 
Captain whether the SANCTIONED ride will take place.  Riding in inclement weather is a safety issue 
we should always consider.  The formal cancellation of a ride will occur at the time and place the ride 
begins.  The Lead Road Captain running the ride will be present at the designated time and place 
the ride begins to advise those present of the decision.

While the HOG Ft. Lauderdale Chapter #3343 always promotes riding, we have a responsibility to 
our members, H.O.G. National, our sponsoring Dealer and Harley-Davidson.  All participants in our 
rides must be a current member of H.O.G. National and our local Chapter.  All members are issued 
a local membership card that must be shown at the time of the ride.  If the card is not available, a 
waiver must be signed prior to the ride.  Guests are allowed on up to 3 rides and must sign a waiver 
prior to each ride.  At the 3rd ride, Guests will be asked to become a member.  Participants with-
out membership cards or signed waivers will not be allowed to participate in any Chapter events.  
Guests are not allowed to participate in the fourth event.  Thank you for your understanding and 
cooperation.
